HeroQuest Style Sheet

The following styles are used in HeroQuest, and we ask that authors import their document into this file, to ensure consistency when the file is read and edited. We actually use more styles than are included here, but we ask that you NOT use additional styles for submissions. In particular, styles used solely for layout purposes, such as Main Text 1st, are not included. If you feel that you must have a new style, use one of these and then tell us where, what, and why for the desired effect.

Please do not use Font Styles in any document submitted.

Main Text

Main Text is the primary style, used for most text. Use this as the default style for most paragraphs.

Main Text Boxed

This is the same as Main Text, but boxed. This style tells us that you intend to set a specific amount of text off from the main text, such as a Note to the Narrator or Player.

Contest Header

Contest is used to set off the text of a contest description (except for the title/header).

Lines are closer together than main text, and have a hanging indent to aid in keeping the various results separate.

Most lines will have a word or phrase in italics (followed by a colon not in italics), such as:

Major Victory: The contest has this type of result.

Example head

The Example text style is like the Main Text, but indented and with rules above and below. It is used solely for rules examples.

Graphic Marker is used to indicate suggestions for artwork or references to necessary maps or diagrams.

Heading 1

Heading 1 is used for main section headers; they will appear in the ToC. The following text should be in Main Text.

Heading 2

Heading 2 is used for the most important subsection headers, those that will appear in the ToC. The following text should be in Main Text.

Heading 2 Boxed

This is the same as Heading 2, but is used when the header and the text that goes with it is boxed. The following text should be in Main Text Boxed.

Heading 3

Heading 3 is used for less important subsection headers. The following text should be in Main Text.

Heading 3 Boxed

This is the same as Heading 3, but is used when the header and the text that goes with it is boxed. The following text should be in Main Text Boxed.

Heading 4

Heading 4 is used for the least important subsection headers, chart titles, etc. The following text should be in Main Text.

Heading 4 boxed

This is the same as Heading 4, but is used when the header and the text that goes with it is boxed. The following text should be in Main Text Boxed.

Keyword

The Keyword style is used not just for keywords, but any text that needs to be set off similarly. The text will appear as indented paragraphs.

Additional paragraphs are closer together than paragraphs in Main Text, and so it becomes obvious after awhile that all of the text is related. In a true keyword and many other such lists, the line will start with a word or phrase in italics (followed by a colon not in italics), such as:

Worshippers: The deity in question is worshipped by this type of person.

If you have any doubt about whether or not to use the Keyword style, do not use it—use Main Text instead.

Keyword Boxed

This is the same as Keyword, but boxed. It might be used when a deity write-up appears in a box instead of the main text.

Large Text

This is used for the first paragraph or two of a chapter, the text that explains what the chapter is all about.

· Main Bullet

· All bulleted text should be in the Main Bullet style, which is simply the main text with the addition of standard bullets. Do not alter the bullet used to a special character or make it a numbered list, since these changes cannot be imported into the page layout program.

· Main Bullet Boxed

· This is the same as Main Bullet, but boxed. It is generally not used to set aside a bulleted list that is by itself.

Narrative Text

Narrative Text is used for any long narrative within a chapter, such as a story or long myth that covers all of a page or multiple pages.

Narrative Text Boxed

This is the same as Narrative Text, but boxed. It is generally used for short, isolated myths or narratives, less than a page in length.

Pull Quote Head—used for first sentence of pull quote.

Pull Quote is used for short, isolated text box to be used as a graphic display item. Text is usually pulled from a nearby paragraph. Use it sparingly, if at all.

Name of Table goes in Heading 4

Table Head—used for table headings

Text within table boxes should be in Main Text

Title – use for chapter titles, homelands, and hero bands

The text following Title is in Large Text.
